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This module provides all of the functions necessary for complete control of your organization’s inventoried assets.  Both the levels and value of stock for service trucks, main stock, or other stocking locations is tracked in real time by S2000WIN.  Extensive reporting capabilities assist in reorders, valuation of inventory, monitoring usage of key parts, and other required inventory management functions.

Some unique features of the Inventory Control module include:

· S2000WIN supports multiple stocking locations, such as service vehicles or remote warehouses.  A stocking location may be assigned to a specific technician and, if so, is used as the default location for parts consumption when work orders are completed.  Purchase order items may be received directly to any existing stocking location.  Items may be easily transferred from one stocking location to another.

· Standard stock lists can be created for stocking locations.  Quantities of core items within a stocking location are compared with standard stock lists to produce a report showing which items need to be ordered to replenish stock.  If your organization purchases service parts from only one or two vendors, replenishment purchase orders can be easily generated to replenish truck stock.

· Major equipment is tracked by individual serial numbers.  The system provides the ability to automatically create a customer equipment record when a serialized item is used on a job or service work order.  Serialized items may be reserved for a specific customer.

· A complete history is maintained for inventory items received from purchase orders.  If average cost is the method used for costing purposes, the value is recomputed and stored with last price paid upon each receipt.  A usage by month is recorded for each part.

· S2000WIN also supports exchange pricing and costing.

· All inventory transactions are logged for reporting and audit purposes.  Transactions show the source and destination locations of the transfer, the quantity of items moved, and the associated costs.  These transactions may be viewed or printed, as desired.

· Item records may be located for maintenance by part number, manufacturer part number, AKA part number, description, or model number.

· Import of data from Trade Services is supported by S2000WIN.

· An inventory Value Snapshot can be performed with a single mouse click.

· Inventory reports include Restocking Lists…Main Stock Status…Main Stock Reorder…Count List…Value List…Parts Price List…Inventory Transactions.
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
